FESTIVAL

Festival is always a major event for the Barony, as well as a major burden on its resources.  This year Festival was held on a new site, the Crossroads Medieval Village property, 20km outside Yass.  We were forced to move as the Tara site was unavailable.  Having come to the end of the five year contact with the SCA, the Girl Guides chose to hold a Jamboree on the Tara campsite this Easter.

We have signed a five year contact with Crossroads and have the first option to renew that contract when it finished.  As the Festival has physically moved outside the Barony, it is Our hope that in five years time, the Festival could become a Lochac event, thus reducing the burden on Our Barony.  That would only be possible if Lochac was ready to take it.  At the moment, Lochac would not be ready, given the trouble finding bids for the four Kingdom events, a fifth would not be desireable.
In ASXXXVI, Our Festival steward was Bethan of Brockwood, who did a fabulous job.  Festival was also the venue for the First Lochac Crown Tournament.  We had a large number of international visitors including the Crowns of the West and Caid.

In ASXXXVII, Our Festival steward was Maeve ni Iasachta, who managed to cope with the challenges of the new site and new systems of Festival garbage, hire equipment, water and toilets.  There were a number of things we couldn’t have known before we got to the site, but generally people have been very understanding and still seemed to enjoy festival. Many people saw great potential in the site.

We are pleased and relieved to say that we have a potential steward for Festival ASXXXVIII, Hrothgar aet Gytingbroc.
FESTIVAL AND CROSSROADS

Once the decision was made to move to the Crossroads site, We felt that we needed to know what was going on within the Crossroads Board.  To that end, the Baroness applied for a position as a director of Crossroads and was voted in.  This has enabled information to flow freely between the two groups.  Rowany would have been less prepared for the new site if we had not taken a keen interest in Crossroads.  

The Baroness’ term as director will come to an end at the end of 2003.  We hope to always have a member of the Barony on the Crossroads Board while Rowany holds Festival at Crossroads, or failing that, always to have a Baronial representative at Crossroads Board meetings.

The Barony of Rowany has also become a member of Crossroads.  Crossroads is not required to charges its members GST, and thus by becoming a Crossroads member, we have saved ourselves thousands of dollars and a whole heap of paperwork.
Rowany held a number of site preps on the Crossroads property prior to the last Festival.  It was seen that Crossroads needed the help if the site was to be ready in time.  It also allowed many people to get to know the site prior to Festival and quite frankly, it was fun getting out and working as a team to build real things that will be used in the future.  It is hoped that we can continue the tradition of the Festival site prep, not because we need to, or because we want to help Crossroads, but because the enjoyment of helping out and working together on the festival site.

FINANCES

We did have a small glitch in cashflow when our reeve had to resign at short notice due to personal problems in the SCA.  Many periodic payments that had been previously managed by the reeve invisibly, stopped happening and the various halls needed six month bills in payment for that period.  This was not an too much of an issue, as we had the money and were able to sort out the bills quickly enough to appease the various hall owners.

As always, our main source of income is Festival but most events recently are making profits or at least paying for themselves.  Our main costs are the storage unit and the halls for dance practice, fighter practice and Baronial meetings.

MARSHAL ACTIVITIES

Fighter prasctices in the Barony have been well attended and very regular since we moved into the Church Hall in Summer Hill.  The fact that heavy, rapier and A&S activities can be held at the same place means that Thursday nights are a major meeting place in the Barony.

War practices are held reasonably regularly at Bedlam Park in Gladesville.  Interest in war practice is almost seasonal – around Festival, College War and Spring War.  Last year the Baron started the Legoi Roani and organised the building of many large Roman shields.  War practices around this time were large.  However the enthusiam was not repeated this year.
Stowe hold weekly archery pracitces and fighter practices every two week which are also a regular gather place for the canton

ARTS & SCIENCES

A&S in the Barony is always happening at various people’s houses.  As usual we have major collegia as Festival and Bunch o’Classes.  This year we are copying an idea from the WCoB and building a kneeling carpet for the Barony with about 35 people taking part.
Dance practice is still a popular and regular fortnightly event.  Calligraphy and illumination was happening each fornight under Cairistiona guidance, but since she has left to have a baby, no one has taken the role of scribe warden.
Stowe and the colleges also have regular A&S nights.  Stowe has invited people from the central Barony to teach dance.  The colleges spend a lot of time teach basic costuming but St Ursula produced a fabulous wall hanging for last Yule.

COLLEGES

The colleges had good intakes at this year at O’week and have a new group of enthusiastic new members.  St Ursula continues to dominate the field at College War.  St Augustine was looking pretty shaky at the end of last year, with only one member, but they are looking stable again.  We hope to get the group out of incipiency soon.
CANTON

Gosh darn terrific!  This group are just amazing and there isn’t much they won’t try and usually excell at.  In the last two years, they have gone from a group of friendly newcomers to a group of accomplished members of the populace.  Unlike other groups started in the area, they have a full list of officers and their friendly enthusiam just attracts more good people.  They presented their scroll to become as official Canton at Festival.
OTHER BRANCHES

There has been some friction between Rowany and Agaricus due to a glut of events in August which meant that attendance at Agaricus Winter’s Ende Feast was down.  We think that post-first-Coronation lull had more to do with low attendances for all events in August, but we will endevour to be more mindful of event timing in the future.  There is now a mailing list for the Sydney area seneschals so that potential clashes can be worked out before they become a problem.
